In keeping with our high regard for our valued members and employees, their families and our value for 
education, we are happy to announce it is time, once again, to submit the applications for the Brand 
Source annual Butch Dubose Memorial Scholarship Awards.    
 
The scholarships are in recognition of our good friend and peer, Butch DuBose, who served as the 
Regional Manager in the South Atlantic region until his untimely passing in the summer of 2001. Butch 
made many significant contributions to our total organization and his region. 
 
In Butch’s memory, we will award three scholarships to undergraduates and one scholarship for 
graduate students.  The goal of these scholarships is to provide Brand Source members, employees 
and staff the opportunity to offset higher education expenses. This year we will award four $2,500 
scholarships to selected participants to help pay their expenses as they pursue their higher education. 
To qualify the recipient must be directly related (sons/daughters) to a Brand Source/AVB member, a 
Brand Source/AVB member employee, or employees of Brand Source/AVB. They must also fill out the 
attached application, as well as submit an essay. 
 
The trustees of the Butch DuBose Memorial Scholarship will then judge the applicants and award the 
scholarships for the following year. We will issue a check to the selected applicant and request that 
they provide us a copy of their course results ending in the following semester. Recipients can re-
qualify for the following year by reapplying with both application and essay. 
 
The completed application and essay should be submitted to the Anaheim office by January 15, 2010. 
It will then be provided to the trustees for judging. The scholarships are not based upon need, but upon 
qualifications of the applicant.
